WHAT: Inthe aftermath of the death of CHP Officer Sean Nava, hit and killed by an
underage drunk driver returning from Tijuana, San Diego County residents call for increased
action to combat underage drinking in Tijuana. Community members apped to elected officials
for resources to increase enforcement of underage drinking laws.

Nearly 500 drunk drivers from Tijuana are on San Diego roads every weekend night.
Many of those late night crossers who have consumed alcohol are between the ages of
18-20. Many of them drive, violating California’s Zero Tolerance Law.
Innocent lives are being lost.  Regional leadership is needed to address the alcohol
problems that originate at the border and impact the entire county and beyond.
